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also present.

It is evident from the record that the accused is a juvenile

and a first-time offender. The learned Probation Officer has

also confirmed and conceded the minority of the accused.

After perusal of the record and consideration of the

Probation Officer, this court finds that the accused qualifies

for leniency as provided by law.

Consequently, in exercise of powers under section 4(c) of

the Juvenile Justice System Act, the juvenile is released

after due admonition. He is warned against recurrence of

the offence. Further, it was explained to him that the
