Vide this order the Court intend to dispose of the instant
Superdari petition filed by petitioner Gul Nazeef Khan son
of Rafi Ullah Khan, resident of Qom Feroz Khel, Tappa
Qeemat Khel, District Orakzai, who is secking return of
one Motorcar Ghwagay bearing no. 9738/Kurram and
chassis no. CIi107-5023441, taken into possession by local
police of Police Station Kalaya, in Case FIR no. 06 dated
10.01.2026 under section | 279/337-G/427/320 Pakistan
Panel Code, 1860.

Arguments al%‘@ﬂdy heard and record perused.

Record reveals that motorcar in question was taken into
possession by the local police in the above cited case and is
in the custody of local police of police station Kalaya.
Copies of the rélevar_ﬁ documents are annexed with the
petition. Original NDP Vehicle Identification Slip produced
and returned glft(—:t examination. - Petitioner is the last
possessor of the said vehicle. There is no rival claimant of
the vehicle. The vehicle is parked in open space which is

likely to be rusted, damaged and deteriorated. Detention of
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vehicle in question in police custody for indefinite period
would also achieve no useful purpose. Release of the
vehicle on superdari to the petitioner will not create any
vested right in his favor qua the vehicle as superdari is o,hly
a temporary arrangement for the custody of the property
during pending inquiry/trial.

As petitioner is the last possessor and the vehicle in
question and the same is no more required to the local
police for investigation, resultantly, the application 1s
accepted and 1t 1s directed that the vehicle in question be
handed over to the petitioner, subject to surety bonds to the

tune of Rs. §,00,000/- each with two sureties to the

satisfaction of SHO Police Station concerned. Petitioner is

directed that not to sale nor changed the original shape of
vehicle in question and sh‘é,li produce the same as and when
required. Record be returned back to the quarter concerned.
